	warm-up 
15 mins.
	to raise Ss interest and to demonstrate the main activity in a similar categorizing (picture-matching) task
	tell Ss T is very interested in sharks and would like to find a book with photos of sharks in it; however all of the librarians are very busy so she/he can't ask - what should the T do? 

ask Ss to brainstorm for what sections (> elicit) can be found in libraries, write Ss answers on BB 

put Ss in groups of 3-4 and give

them the main section map of Cardiff Library (explain that these categories can vary in different libraries) - Ss to cross out the categories that have been mentioned (on BB)

	lead-in activity (categorising)

15 mins.
	to activate Ss' knowledge on book types/categories and prepare them for the main activity 
	Ss are given pictures of book covers (> elicit) and pictures of sections in the Cardiff Library - explain these books have been misplaced and they as "librarians" have to "put" the books back in the right sections (one category will have 3 matching books!)

	to activate language for asking for help and directions, and skills for alphabetising 

to consolidate Ss' knowledge on book types


	Ss are given an envelope with 4 book covers in them, pictures of the level maps (2-4) of the Cardiff Library and a 50 pence coin (to be opened in the library only!)
SS are told that when they are led to the library, they will have to locate these books in the relevant sections of the, first trying to guess which section the partical book may belong to (thus finding the right level)

once they agree on the section, they have to go to that level and ask a librarian to confirm they found the right section/they are on the right level > note: Ss are not allowed to ask the librarian to help find the book for them at this point!

Ss are encouraged to try and find the book first (spreading out individually to save time) without further help by alphabetising (> elicit the technique using the book covers from the first activity: by author or by title)

if the section is too large for them to cover or they can't locate the book (after 10-15 minutes), they can ask a librarian to show them where it is

when they have found the book, they have to look at and follow the instruction at the back of the cover image they had been given (they have to take a picture of a given page with their mobile phone)

they can return to the school when they have found all four covers and followed the instructions (so ideally, have four pictures on their mobile phone)

	to ask for feedback on the activity and activate language for speculation (it/they may be...; it/they can/could be...; I think it's/they're; maybe it's/they're etc.)
	Ss are asked to give feedback on  the activity 
they are told that though it may not seem so, these pictures are related and weren't chosen randomly, and they have to find out the connection between them (elicit language for speculation on BB)

 Ss are then asked to show the other groups the pictures they took (on a projector) and tell them how they think they are related

in the end, Ss are told there wasn't any connection  at all - they have (hopefully

successfully ) demonstrated the powers of free association
