warm-up activitity with iconic landmark images (speaking)
to raise Ss interest and activate language for speculation (It may be..., I think it's... etc.)

show Ss a landmark image and elicit what it is and which country it is in 

Ss get two landmark images which they have to speculate about (what are they, which country are they in, on which continent?)

image matching activity 1

to activate Ss' general knowledge about the countries of the world

Ss share their ideas and match the landmark images with the flags of countries in two groups (the name of the country is written on the back of the flags to help Ss but they should be encouraged not to look at the words first)
