	Suggested Objectives
	-improve and practise vocabulary connected with physical appearance, clothes, feelings
- practise questions

- improve speaking and writing skills

	Procedure
	1. Discuss with partner: What do you remember when you see somebody for the first time (think of appearance, clothes, manner). Does the first impression prove to be right or wrong? Do you usually change your opinion once you get to know the person better?
2. Vocabulary practice: match words with definitions, find antonyms, put words in order to form questions (see handouts)
3. Give photo of old man. What is your first impression? 

4. Look at question exercise. Add 2 more questions and answer them.

5. Using vocabulary from the handouts write a short description of the man and then share it with the rest of the class.

6. Divide class in journalists and old men. Journalists prepare questions you are going to ask the man in the photo. ‘Man in the photo’ think of as many details and facts as you can about your family, education, hobbies, job, past, future.
7. Pair one journalist with one man and practise conversation. 

8. Feedback with whole class. Tell students who the old man in the photo is.
