	Suggested Objectives
	Cultural –to get a new experience about markets (local) and marketing in the world; customs and people in it; common and different.

Linguistic-improving reading, listening, language use and writing skills about the topic.

	Procedure
	1) students try to guess letters of the topic which is on the board;

2) a piece of market picture for everybody to look for a team;

3) students put their pieces in pictures and make two teams;

4) 2 min for writing vocabulary connected to the picture ( adjectives, verbs, nouns); -dictionary use

5) practice a sentence I go to the market and buy …or there is a/an/ … in this picture or in this picture I can see … or what a nice …(every next person remembers everything and adds one word )

6)  an example is given and students create their own rhyme about a seller/shop assistant/saleswoman following the instructions;

7) John ( a farmer)
Hard-working, patient, punctual and open-minded
Son of true nature lovers
Who feels happy walking through the grain fields, growing fruit, vegetables and livestock and farming organically
Who loves gardening, milking the cows and picking wild berries and mushrooms
Who fears bad weather, pests and diseases
Who needs fresh air, singing of the birds and beautiful meadows around him
Who gives love to his plants and animals, good quality food to his customers and advice to other farmers
Who would like to buy new agricultural machinery, pay back all loans and find a diligent and faithful wife

3. his/her relationships to others ?
4. about feelings in three ways.
5. he/she likes/loves -three things, activities
6. what is he/she afraid of in three ways?
7. what does he/she need, three things, activities.
8. what does he/she give to others, three ways.
9. who would like to …three ways what would he/she like to … three ways
10. where does he/she live?
11. your seller’s surname.

8) students read their rhymes and compare results with other teammates(it’s possible to write a common rhyme based on both  and then read as a presentation for the whole group)

9) homework: look for 2 pictures of different markets and write 10 questions to ask your classmates next lesson.
