	Suggested Objectives
	· 1st part: Starting from a photograph stimulate their imagination and work on descriptions
· 2nd  part: Take photos and talk about them 
· Speaking: Use modals of deduction and vocabulary for the beach, leisure time, houses,…
· Writing: Write a descriptive text and a story
· Compare houses in different countries
· Create a friendly collaborative atmosphere in the classroom by working in groups


	Procedure
	1. The teacher withholds an image from their students and communicates it to them verbally. The goal is to get as much information from them as possible as the teacher gives hints about it.
2. They see the photo, describe it and compare it the one they created in their minds. In this particular case the real one is a picture where two houses in the country can be seen.

3. The students imagine what the rooms in the houses are like.

4. Each student takes a photograph of their favourite room in their house and writes a short description of it.

5. All the pictures are put together in a PowerPoint presentation, as if they were the rooms of the two houses in the first image.
6. While the PowerPoint is being viewed each student tells their classmates about their photo.
7. The doorbell rings. Who could it be? They write a text about it.

	Some of the hints should be a bit misleading so as to create a sense of anticipation in the students in order to get as much information as possible from them.
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
